
Evil toon continues to dominate

Canadian production house Nerd Corps has sold 3D animated series
The League of Super Evil to channels in France and Latin America.

Ahead of its appearance at Mipcom Jr in
October, the series has been bought by
Jetix in Latin America and Canal+,
Canal J, and Gulli in France.

It has already sold into the US
(Animania), Canada (YTV) and the UK
(CBBC).

The series is set to launch next year
with 26 half-hour episodes, comprised
of two 11-minute segments per episode.

The League of Super Evil is about four
useless supervillains who are terrible at
being bad guys, but somehow manage to find victories in everything
they do.

Nerd Corps is also in the process of developing an online game and
interactive fan site to go along with the show.

"League of Super Evil is about a compelling cast of hilarious goofball
characters driving these fast-paced, absurd storylines," said Nerd Corps
Asaph Fipke. "It has a broad appeal in that the edgier send up of typical
super hero/villain stories will resonate with older kids, while its
fast-paced, slapstick action and silly humour will keep the younger end
tuned in too."
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
